Meeting notes for 7/21/04 were read with no additions or amendments made.

SAC Report 

Ransom reported that Technical meeting was held with DEP, DEC and CDM, the engineering firm working on Brookfield for DEP. Plans being laid for a public meeting in January with area residents.
Art Rosenbaum reported that as a result of our concerns the Rodent Control (Wildlife) Plan is being pulled out and dealt with separately, so that the plan is implemented well in advance of any construction work on site. A survey of wildlife would be the first task. 
CAC members reiterated their concerns that there is a lot of wildlife at the site including raccoons and possums,  that would be displaced from construction.

There was a suggestion that possibly a wildlife association might move wildlife off-site. 

A large number of questions from the CAC launched discussions that diverted us from the SAC report. We are going to have to allow the SAC to finish their report in the future.

Issues and questions

Public meeting – If DEP is planning a public meeting in January, they must be prepared to talk about health and safety issues. (not a question, but a statement)
Endangered species- Is there a danger of a challenge regarding endangered species-flora/fauna? There was considerable discussion about this, but no one had sufficient answers about whether a serious challenge was a possibility. Ransom was asked to check on this. 
Berm- Will the berm be continuous blocking views of this park in the future?
Design Views- We might want to have a presentation by John McLaughlin in the future, but at present most of the CAC felt that there are more immediate issues to be dealt with.

Future ownership/management of site—DEP has stewardship of the landfill. Unclear when Parks Dept. will take over. Consider not having it go to Parks Dept.

Demapping and deed restrictions were briefly mentioned also.

Flooding/ adequacy of culverts through site handling Sweetbrook Creek—Community Board members indicate that once the work on the culverts was completed flooding has no longer been a problem for Arthur Kill Rd. Unfortunately the CAC member raising this issue was not present, so this may come up again.

SAC Report (Cont’d)—Reviewed 90% Design Report Comments submitted to DEP

Brookfield Site Tour—Planned for Dec. 4th 9AM with a rain date of Dec. 11th.

Website— DEP did not express interest in doing this. Alex Zablocki volunteered to develop a website for us.

SAC Report (Cont’d) – Report on OU #2, Richmond Creek


The Creek is quite contaminated. Ransom believes there needs to be more extensive testing and will be recommending this. Ransom advised that people should not be eating any fish caught in the Creek. 

A CAC member asked that independent testing be built into the plan. Emphasis was put on the proximity of the residents to this site.
